How It Works

To make your donation, register for pre-approval with the Georgia Tax Center.  Within 30 days, the Georgia Department of Revenue will
send a letter approving your registration. Make a payment to the Sandy Springs Police Foundation within 60 days of approval (or by the
end of the calendar year, whichever comes first). The Sandy Springs Police Foundation will send donors the form IT-QLED-LEF1.

The LESS Crime Act allows the following tax credits for annual state income tax liability:
Single individual or head of households: up to $5,000
Married couple filing jointly: up to $10,000
Limited liability company (LLC), or shareholder of a Subchapter (S) corporation or partner in a partnership: up to $10,000
Corporations: up to 75% of their state income tax liability
